SCRIPTURE LESSONS      FIRST LESSON      
R. The first lesson is from the book of Genesis 9:8-17:  
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 8 Then God said to Noah and to his sons with him, 9 “Behold, I establish my covenant 
with you and your offspring after you, 10 and with every living creature that is with you, the 
birds, the livestock, and every beast of the earth with you, as many as came out of the ark; 
it is for every beast of the earth. 11 I establish my covenant with you, that never again shall 
all flesh be cut off by the waters of the flood, and never again shall there be a flood to 
destroy the earth.” 12 And God said, “This is the sign of the covenant that I make between 
me and you and every living creature that is with you, for all future generations: 13 I have set 
my bow in the cloud, and it shall be a sign of the covenant between me and the earth. 
14 When I bring clouds over the earth and the bow is seen in the clouds, 15 I will remember 
my covenant that is between me and you and every living creature of all flesh. And the 
waters shall never again become a flood to destroy all flesh. 16 When the bow is in the 
clouds, I will see it and remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living 
creature of all flesh that is on the earth.” 17 God said to Noah, “This is the sign of the 
covenant that I have established between me and all flesh that is on the earth.”

C. 6 to him who spread out the earth above the waters, for his steadfast love endures 
forever; 
R. 7 to him who made the great lights, for his steadfast love endures forever; 
C. 8 the sun to rule over the day, for his steadfast love endures forever; 
R. 9 the moon and stars to rule over the night, for his steadfast love endures forever; 
R. Here ends the reading of the Psalm. Please rise as you are able for the reading of the 
Gospel.  
 
GOSPEL LESSON   (Please rise as you are able)    
P. The Holy Gospel according to St. Mark, 6th chapter, verses 45-56: 
C. Glory to you, O Lord  
  45 Immediately he made his disciples get into the boat and go before him to the 
other side, to Bethsaida, while he dismissed the crowd. 46 And after he had taken leave of 
them, he went up on the mountain to pray. 47 And when evening came, the boat was out on 
the sea, and he was alone on the land. 48 And he saw that they were making headway 
painfully, for the wind was against them. And about the fourth watch of the night[a] he came 
to them, walking on the sea. He meant to pass by them, 49 but when they saw him walking 
on the sea they thought it was a ghost, and cried out, 50 for they all saw him and were 
terrified. But immediately he spoke to them and said, “Take heart; it is I. Do not be afraid.”

51 And he got into the boat with them, and the wind ceased. And they were utterly 
astounded, 52 for they did not understand about the loaves, but their hearts were hardened. 
53 When they had crossed over, they came to land at Gennesaret and moored to the shore. 
54 And when they got out of the boat, the people immediately recognized him 55 and ran 
about the whole region and began to bring the sick people on their beds to wherever they 
heard he was. 56 And wherever he came, in villages, cities, or countryside, they laid the sick 
in the marketplaces and implored him that they might touch even the fringe of his garment. 
And as many as touched it were made well.
