SCRIPTURE LESSONS      FIRST LESSON      
R. The first lesson is from the book of Proverbs 9: 1-10:  
 1 Wisdom has built her house; she has hewn her seven pillars. 2 She has slaughtered 
her beasts; she has mixed her wine; she has also set her table. 3 She has sent out her young 
women to call from the highest places in the town, 4 “Whoever is simple, let him turn in 
here!” To him who lacks sense she says, 5 “Come, eat of my bread and drink of the wine I 
have mixed. 6 Leave your simple ways, and live, and walk in the way of insight.” 7 Whoever 
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corrects a scoffer gets himself abuse, and he who reproves a wicked man incurs injury. 8 Do 
not reprove a scoffer, or he will hate you; reprove a wise man, and he will love you. 9 Give 
instruction to a wise man, and he will be still wiser; teach a righteous man, and he will 
increase in learning. 10 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom, and the knowledge 
of the Holy One is insight.  
R. This is the word of the Lord   C. Thanks be to God. 
 
RESPONSIVE PSALM      R. The responsive Psalm is Psalm 34:12-22:  
R. 12 What man is there who desires life and loves many days, that he may see good? 
C. 13 Keep your tongue from evil and your lips from speaking deceit. 
R. 14 Turn away from evil and do good; seek peace and pursue it.  
C. 15 The eyes of the LORD are toward the righteous and his ears toward their cry. 
R. 16 The face of the LORD is against those who do evil, to cut off the memory of them from 
the earth. 
C. 17 When the righteous cry for help, the LORD hears and delivers them out of all their 
troubles. 
R. 18 The LORD is near to the brokenhearted and saves the crushed in spirit.  
C. 19 Many are the afflictions of the righteous, but the LORD delivers him out of them all. 
R. 20 He keeps all his bones; not one of them is broken. 
C. 21 Affliction will slay the wicked, and those who hate the righteous will be condemned. 
R. 22 The LORD redeems the life of his servants; none of those who take refuge in him will be 
condemned. 
R. Here ends the reading of the Psalm. Please rise as you are able for the reading of the 
Gospel.  
 
GOSPEL LESSON    (Please rise as you are able)    
P. The Holy Gospel according to St. John, the 6th chapter, verses 51-69: 
C. Glory to you, O Lord  
 51 I am the living bread that came down from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, 
he will live forever. And the bread that I will give for the life of the world is my flesh.” 52 The 
Jews then disputed among themselves, saying, “How can this man give us his flesh to eat?” 
53 So Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man 
and drink his blood, you have no life in you. 54 Whoever feeds on my flesh and drinks my 
blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up on the last day. 55 For my flesh is true food, and 
my blood is true drink. 56 Whoever feeds on my flesh and drinks my blood abides in me, and 
I in him. 57 As the living Father sent me, and I live because of the Father, so whoever feeds 
on me, he also will live because of me. 58 This is the bread that came down from heaven, not 
like the bread the fathers ate, and died. Whoever feeds on this bread will live forever.” 
59 Jesus said these things in the synagogue, as he taught at Capernaum. 60 When many of his 
disciples heard it, they said, “This is a hard saying; who can listen to it?” 61 But Jesus, 
knowing in himself that his disciples were grumbling about this, said to them, “Do you take 



offense at this? 62 Then what if you were to see the Son of Man ascending to where he was 
before? 63 It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh is no help at all. The words that I have 
spoken to you are spirit and life. 64 But there are some of you who do not believe.” (For 
Jesus knew from the beginning who those were who did not believe, and who it was who 
would betray him.) 65 And he said, “This is why I told you that no one can come to me unless 
it is granted him by the Father.” 66 After this many of his disciples turned back and no longer 
walked with him. 67 So Jesus said to the twelve, “Do you want to go away as well?” 68 Simon 
Peter answered him, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal life, 69 and 
we have believed, and have come to know, that you are the Holy One of God.”  P. This is the 
Gospel of the Lord.  C. Praise to you, O Christ.
