SCRIPTURE LESSONS  FIRST LESSON
R. The first lesson is from the book of 1 Corinthians 1: 4-17:

“4] give thanks to my God always for you because of the grace of God that was
given you in Christ Jesus, > that in every way you were enriched in him in all speech and all




knowledge— ®even as the testimony about Christ was confirmed among you— ’so that you
are not lacking in any gift, as you wait for the revealing of our Lord Jesus Christ, 8who will
sustain you to the end, guiltless in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ. °God is faithful, by
whom you were called into the fellowship of his Son, Jesus Christ our Lord. | appeal to
you, brothers, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree, and that there be
no divisions among you, but that you be united in the same mind and the same judgment.
1 For it has been reported to me by Chloe's people that there is quarreling among you, my
brothers. 1 What | mean is that each one of you says, “I follow Paul,” or “I follow Apollos,”
or “I follow Cephas,” or “I follow Christ.” 3 Is Christ divided? Was Paul crucified for you? Or
were you baptized in the name of Paul? **| thank God that | baptized none of you except
Crispus and Gaius, °so that no one may say that you were baptized in my name. (I did
baptize also the household of Stephanas. Beyond that, | do not know whether | baptized
anyone else.) 7 For Christ did not send me to baptize but to preach the gospel, and not with
words of eloquent wisdom, lest the cross of Christ be emptied of its power.

R. This is the word of the Lord C. Thanks be to God.

GOSPEL LESSON (Please rise as you are able)
P. The Holy Gospel according to St. Mark, the 2" chapter, verses 18-22:
C. Glory to you, O Lord
“18 Now John's disciples and the Pharisees were fasting. And people came and said
to him, “Why do John's disciples and the disciples of the Pharisees fast, but your disciples




do not fast?” ° And Jesus said to them, “Can the wedding guests fast while the bridegroom
is with them? As long as they have the bridegroom with them, they cannot fast. 2 The days
will come when the bridegroom is taken away from them, and then they will fast in that
day. 2 No one sews a piece of unshrunk cloth on an old garment. If he does, the patch tears
away from it, the new from the old, and a worse tear is made. 22 And no one puts new wine
into old wineskins. If he does, the wine will burst the skins—and the wine is destroyed, and
so are the skins. But new wine is for fresh wineskins.”

P. This is the Gospel of the Lord. C. Praise to you, O Christ.
